Advanced Placement Program® (AP®) courses are
college-level courses offered in high school. AP
courses reflect what is taught in top introductory
college courses

At the end of course, students take AP Exams—
standardized exams that measure how well
students have mastered college-level course work.

Students who do well on AP Exams can earn credit
and/or placement into advanced courses in college.

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What Are AP Courses Like?

AP courses typically demand more of students than
regular or honors courses.

-Classes tend to be fast-paced and cover more material
than typical high school classes.

-More time, inside and outside of the classroom, Is required
to complete lessons, assignments and homework.

AP teachers expect their students to think critically, analyze
and synthesize facts and data, weigh competing
perspectives, and write clearly and persuasively.
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AP Exams

- AP Exams are administered by
schools worldwide on set dates
each May.

- Exams usually last around three
hours.

« Each AP Exam contains:

- Multiple-choice questions

- Free-response questions (essay,
problem-solving, oral response)
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AP Exam Fees

- AP Exam fee for 2012 is $87 per exam.

. For students with financial need, the College
Board provides a $22 per exam fee reduction.
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
